SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA SPECIAL MEETINGS ON AUGUST 4 AND 5

Two special meetings will be held on Au-
gust 4 and 5 at the LSM Ministry Conference
Center. The burden for the meetings can be
summed up in the words “Gaining Typical
Americans by Practicing the God-ordained
Way to Meet the Lord's Present Need.”

Through the fellowship of North Ameri-
can co-workers, these two meetings, originally
planned as the final two sessions of the New
Jersey Chinese-student extension training, will
be enlarged to include the saints of other lan-
guages. May the Lord use these special meet-
ings to bring the saints into the Lord's heart
and mind related to His present move among

us. Details of the meetings are as follows:

1. The meetings will take place at 7:00pm
on August 4 and 9:30am on August 5.

2. The speaking will be in Chinese, but
translation will be provided in English, Ko-
rean, and Spanish. The saints who require
translation will need to bring FM radios.

3. There will be NO child care provided
during the conference. Please do not bring
children to any session of the conference. Chil-
dren should be taken care of in the districts on

August 5.

4. Each district should estimate the
number of saints who will attend the confer-
ence meetings for the church to report our
estimated total attendance to the meeting’s
coordinating brothers.

REPORTS ON OFFERINGS FOR KIEV, UKRAINE AND ARMENIA

The church in Irvine has received, thus
far, offerings from the saints in the amount of
$7,650 for Kiev, Ukraine and $9,910 for Arme-
nia. The leading brothers felt that the church

will give in addition to the saints’ offerings,
with a total of $12,500 to Kiev (for its greater
financial need) and $10,000 to Armenia.

BIBLE DISTRIBUTION DURING OLYMPIC TORCH RELAY AND OLYMPIC GAMES

From May 19 to July 27, during the relay
of the Olympic torch throughout the UK, the
UK saints passed out NT Recovery Versions in
19 different cities while following the torch.
The response from that distribution has been
overwhelming. About 49% of the Bible recipi-
ents requested follow-up from the saints re-

garding Bible studies and seminars. Many were
young people or young families. In almost
every city to which the saints went, they en-
countered recipients who had either listened to
the LSM radio program before, already re-
ceived a NT Recovery Version or Rhema lit-

erature, or read other titles from brothers
Watchman Nee and Witness Lee! The minis-

try is surely making inroads into the UK.

During the Summer Training, the coordi-
nating brothers opened up a special opportu-
nity to the saints in the Lord’s Recovery to pass
out more NT Recovery Versions during the
actual Olympic Games in London. They are
planning on distributing Bibles in teams con-
sisting of both local saints as well as those
coming from overseas (a few hundred have
already applied). Given that 8 million specta-
tors are expected to attend (plus another 2
million for the Para-Olympics) and that
Olympic organizers aimed to have 100% of the
spectators to travel around London by public
transportation, walking, or cycling, we per-
ceive this to be an unprecedented opportunity
for the ministry to reach an outsized number

of people from all over the earth. The saints
have ordered 100,000 NT Recovery Versions

for this purpose.

The coordinating brothers have asked the
saints and churches to join in the support of
the distribution by praying, giving, and going
to London to help distribute Bibles. For fur-
ther information, the saints can go to http://

distribute.biblesforeurope.org.

The church in Irvine has offered $7,500
toward the purchase of the 100,000 Bibles to
be distributed (a cost of $300,000). Those
saints interested in participating by financial
support can submit a gift directly to Living
Stream Ministry or to the church in Irvine. Be
sure to designate the offering as “London Bible

Distribution.”

WORD OF THE WEEK: “APpLY”

Pray Over These Key Verses...

Rom. 3:25: Whom God set forth as a propi-
tiation place through faith in His blood, for
the demonstrating of His righteousness, in
that in His forbearance God passed over the
sins that had previously occurred,

Heb. 10:22: Let us come forward to the Holy
of Holies with a true heart in full assurance
of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from
an evil conscience and having our bodies
washed with pure water.

Read Some Helpful Ministry...

We must always apply the blood to our
conscience. However, we should not apply it
in a wrong, foolish way, saying, “Maybe I
am wrong, so I apply the blood.” We must
be clear with the enemy Satan. If we are not
wrong, we must be bold to tell the enemy,
“Satan, I am not wrong.” But if we are
wrong, we should say, “Lord, I am wrong in
this matter. Forgive me. I apply the blood,”
and to Satan we say, “Yes, I am wrong, but I
have the blood.” Then we must reject any
kind of accusation. (Practical Lessons on the

Experience of Life, Chapter 11)

To overcome Satan because of the blood
of the Lamb means to apply the blood of the
Lord Jesus as our covering and to take the
Lord’s blood to counter Satan’s accusations
and attacks. Because we are still on earth

and in the body of flesh we cannot help but
have some defilement, corruption, weak-
ness, shortcoming, and other undesirable
conditions. When we fight with Satan, the
first thing he does is to point out all the
weaknesses and shortcomings in our con-
science and then accuse and attack us. At
such times we need to know the power and
effectiveness of the blood of the Lamb. We
can apply the blood to answer all of Satan’s
accusation, and thus we can be strong and
of good courage before the enemy and fight
with him.

As we wage war against Satan, we must
see the blood and declare that we are under
its covering. This blood is the prevailing
blood, and it speaks and implies a great deal.
Only God and, to some extent, the Devil
know how much the blood implies. But
whether or not we know all that the blood
implies, as long as we apply it, we shall have
all it implies. Therefore, we can overcome
Satan because of the blood of the Lamb.
(Conclusion of the New Testament, The

(Msgs. 157-171), Chapter 14)
