A CALL TO PRAYER

The 2015 National College Training
(NCT) will begin Lord's Day, July 12 (ending
July 18). Saints in all the local churches in
North America are urged to pray fervently for
this unprecedented event in the Lord's recov-
ery in America.

A total of 1,780 brothers and sisters, in-
cluding 1,300 college-age saints and 480 serv-
ing ones will convene on the campus of the
University of Illinois in the city of Champaign-
Urbana for one week. Attendees of the training
include students representing 325 campuses
from 39 states and 33 countries from six conti-
nents.

Let us petition the Lord to bestow the top
divine blessing of His own presence as the out-
poured Spirit upon this training. May we in-
tercede on behalf of a new generation of young
people that each will have a life changing en-
counter with the God of glory.
